It has been a productive 3 months since our last District meeting in April.

All copies of “Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism 2015” have been distributed to various groups and I have issued a survey questionnaire to those groups receiving the copies as to how they have used/or plan to use them within their communities to educate the various publics on the Al-Anon fellowship. I look forward to hearing back from them with regard to their local public outreach projects.

I received notification from the Al-Anon Family Group Headquarters (AFG, Inc.) in an order form flyer inserted in the Forum that orders were being taken for “Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism 2016” with shipment available by September 1, 2015. Since the funds that were available in the 2015 budget ($180) had already been expended to purchase “Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism 2015”, I petitioned to have something added to the upcoming District Meeting Agenda that additional funds be made available. I presented my rationale and background information so that it might be taken into consideration by the group representatives at the July meeting. That request was denied so I went ahead and placed an order using funds from the Public Outreach budget as was suggested by the District leadership. Since the placement of that order with the full knowledge of the District leadership, I was informed that an additional duplicate order had been placed on July 6th, 2015. Good news being that at our next District meeting this October, I will have available 800 copies of the English version and 200 copies of the Spanish version of “Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism 2016”. Should any group wish to get 25 free copies, please fill out the attached form and return it to me at the Fall District meeting. If you feel your group could use more copies, please reach me at catnipper21@yahoo.com or bring the completed form to the Fall District Meeting.

I attended the Spring Assembly in Franklin, TX and met with the Area Public Outreach Coordinator. She held a workshop following the business meeting on Saturday which was well attended and I got some great information and ideas especially with regard to Public Service Announcements and keeping our fellowship in the eye of public media.

Since my last report, I was contacted by and provided Al-Anon materials and resources to the head of Psychiatric Services at Methodist Hospital in San Antonio. He provides counseling sources and help to the family members who have a patient in the facility – many of them alcoholics and drug abusers. He was not familiar with Al-Anon and felt it would be a good source for many of those family members he works with.

Late in June I was asked to set up an information table at the Boerne Recovery Fest. This was an AA sponsored event with participation by Al-Anon, NA, Women In Recovery and several rehab facilities. There were speakers from AA, Al-Anon and NA. Not only did I have the opportunity to provide information to the other tables, I had over 30 people request Al-Anon information. Approximately 250 people attended.

I have had an opportunity to visit several groups and found them all willing to take “to the streets” locally the Al-Anon information and message of recovery.

I re-visited our public outreach tools on the WSO website and found a downloadable piece that I was not familiar with. It clearly outlines the difference between the Forum and Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism and the purpose that each one serves. (See Page 12) It clearly points out that the FORUM is CAL and AL-ANON FACES ALCOHOLISM is service tool provided by the WSO. If you have any questions with regard to this please refer to Page 62, 102 – 106 of the “Al-Anon Alateen Service Manual 2014-2017.The reprintIt will be included in the next Al-Anews but I am giving you all a copy to bring back to your groups for discussion purposes.

The archives contain the proceedings of the Ad Hoc Committee for Re-Districting District 3W for the period from July 2003 to the presentation of a motion at the November 9, 2003 to split into two districts-3 and 12.

I found this to be an interesting and concise case study in how to handle a problem. It contained a clear delineation of the scope of the problem. It has a specific and thorough plan for fact-finding, analysis, and making recommendations.

This ad hoc committee reviewed maps, conducted group surveys, completed telephone interviews with group representatives and consulted with adjacent districts and the WSO in their fact finding.

The committee prepared a summary of all of the group surveys and interviews. After analysis of all the facts, the committee made a recommendation to split the district at the Area Assembly in November 2003.

This could be a useful resource for providing a roadmap for solving other problems of the district.

GROUP CONCERNS AND

AN APPEAL TO OUR TRUSTED SERVANTS IN DISTRICT 12

To:  

The elected officers in District 12

From:

Boerne Hope Al-Anon Family Group

Concern:
Lack of Communication, Effort of Good Will, Full Disclosure and Transparency between the Trusted
Servants (Elected Officers) and the groups with regard to the arbitrary decisions made by said officers in the past 6 months without voice or vote by the members they serve.

As the interim group representative for Boerne Hope AFG and having served in many capacities on a group and district level during my very blessed years in the fellowship, questions and concerns have arisen within the group that need to be brought to the attention of the District and addressed. We feel that the answers to those questions we have will help to educate those who are currently serving as group representatives within the District and aid us in our group conscience decision as to whether we chose to continue our financial support on a quarterly basis to the District.

Please note that our group is not questioning the integrity or honesty of any of those trusted servants that were chosen to lead District 12.  It is only our desire that communications between the leadership and the groups become more open and forthcoming. Perhaps our group is speaking as the minority voice but we have the right to be heard with regard to these concerns.

Issue #1:
Love Gifts:

Recollections become more inaccurate the older I get.  However, thanks to this program, I have been taught to look for wisdom from those that have answers that I cannot find on my own. There are many of us in the Boerne Hope AFG that collectively have many years in the program. It was our understanding that “Love gifts” were traditionally a group project in the form of small Al-Anon inspired items (such as bookmarks, pencils/pens) in quantity sufficient to pass out to all of the Area Delegates attending the Area World Service Conference. Each group was also encouraged to send our Area Delegate a card of support.  Both of these “Love Gifts” were sent by the individual groups to the hotel address provided by our District Representative with an explanation by the DR as to what a “Love Gift” was and the purpose it served. The mailing information was also printed in the Al-Anews. 

Love Gifts, as it was explained in the past, was an individual group project to show our love, support and encouragement to our Area Delegate and to have the opportunity to share our love and support to the other Area Delegates attending the World Service Conference.  It was further explained that the “Love Gifts” were all placed on a table and each Delegate could receive a collection of “Love Gifts” sent from across the country and provided by various individual Al-Anon groups. 

Once again, this was, to the best of my group’s recollection: a) a group effort agreed upon by the group conscience to expend group funds and create enough gifts to cover the number of Delegates attending the World Service Conference; b) the District Representative made the information known in ample time for the group representatives to go back to their groups, formulate a plan and allow for shipping; c) this was not a District project, however, sometime, in the past a$100 line item was placed in the budget to aid those individual groups within the District who wanted to participate but could not afford it.

Issue #2:
Disregard for Parameters of Duties

Our group questioned that according to the past Al-Anews the voting body agreed to a definitive description of the duties of the “Literature Coordinator” which did not include the authority to purchase literature on behalf of the District. The service position clearly stated that the Literature Coordinator would provide information on new publications available and make available some books at the District Meeting for purchase by the members as a convenience to them.  Purchase of those books was to come from the budget set aside in the San Antonio Al-Anon/Alateen Information Service.

Questions:

1. Where did the additional funding come from for the purchase made? Who authorized it since the funds in the line item in the District Budget had already been depleted?  

2. If funds were moved from one year’s budget to another year’s budget, what is the precedent

a. for doing so and was due diligence made prior to making said arbitrary decision. What is the

b. history on this issue and were others in the program with a knowledge of similar situations consulted for advice.

3. Why are decisions being made with total disregard for the “voice and vote” concept and

a. “knowledge based decision making” theory of the Al-Anon program.

Our group also looked at the guidelines (G-37) with regard to the District Representative and Bill 

Wilson writings on leadership.  We simply request that our trusted servants embrace the accountability 

for their actions and re-open lines of communications to illustrate the reason for our group having 

placed our trust in them on our behalf.

Dolores W. responded by reading a written response.  

I would like to thank the Bourne Hope AFG for presenting their concerns to the District and Carola for sending it.  
My job of DR has given me the opportunity to add plenty of additional service work hours to my Al-Anon program. I have relished the challenge and was blessed with the faith the District had placed in me when elected. I did make decisions I felt were within the scope and duties of DR and have learned since; there were better choices.  
Addressing Item 1: Due to time constraints of the WSO Conference, the scheduled April district meeting and not addressing Love Gifts in the January District meeting; I vetted with my service sponsor the decision of sending a budgeted cash Love Gift to the Area Delegate on behalf of District12 in order to show support to the Area Delegate for this year. 
Addressing Item 2: My involvement in having Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism was prompted by a question asked by an Al-Anon service member; I researched and reasoned out with the then Literature Coordinator and District Treasurer. In District meetings it had been discussed and understood the Literature Coordinator would be involved in the procurement of the Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism magazine. Chronologically: At the December 2014 District meeting the decision was made to order the Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism in the Feb 2015 done through the Literature Coordinator; this meant monies designated from the 2014 budget but would not spent until 2015.  In order for the District to receive the 2016 copy on the first mailing the order needed to be placed before the 8th of Jul this year. The District Literature Coordinator did this through the SAAIS Literature LDC and monies would be from the 2015 budget.

1. Coffee, water, juice, condiments and breakfast snacks

2. Cups, paper plates, napkins and  the necessary utensils (forks, knives, spoons)

3. A space that offers kitchen facilities – sink, refrigerator, sufficient electrical outlets (only needed if this is an all-day session where lunch may become a factor) Keep in mind that the attendees are responsible for their own lunch be it potluck or brown bag. 

What expenses would be covered by the District?

1. Cost of the rental of the facility.

What other work does the Group have to do?

1. Nothing unless you want to.  All mailings/flyers will be generated from the District so there will be no additional expenses.

Hosting a District Meeting is a gratifying experience involving teamwork from the Host group members. Please consider it – bring it back to your group, talk about it and let District know if you are interested in hosting one of the 4 meetings.
