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	Providing Al-Anon information to local treatment facilities is an excellent way to reach families of alcoholics.  Building and maintaining a relationship with staff is an excellent way to increase their referrals to our program and for our outreach materials such as Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism magazinesto be available to family members.

Members’ experiences have shown that an outreach activity is more likely to be successful when there is a Public Outreach Committee to plan, implement, and sustain our outreach services.  The Treatment Facilities Outreach Project materials are designed to motivate members to volunteer to participate in Al-Anon  public outreach activities at local facilities by hosting a workshop.
